BYLAW NO. 7/2002

A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF REGINA BEACH
TO CONTROL THE COLLECTION, STORAGE
AND DISPOSAL OF SEWAGE

Under Section 48 of the Public Hedlth Act, 1994, the Town of Regina Beach, inthe
Province of Saskatchewan, enacts as follows:

1.

In this bylaw, the expresson

a) "Adminidrative Authority" means aMedical Hedth Officer or Public
Hedth Ingpector of the Regina Qu'Appelle Hedth Region.

b) "Householder" means owner, occupant, lessee, or tenant, or the person
otherwise in charge of any dweling, hotel, restaurant, gpartment block,
office building, public ingtitution, or other premises, and aso includes
the registered owner of the land on which the offending premises Sits.

) "Sewage' means any liquid waste other than clear water waste or gorm
water.

d) "Locad Governing Authority” means the Council of the Town of Regina
Beach.

€) "Storage or Holding Tank™ means atank constructed of a materid that is
equivaent to the requirement set out in the Provincid Plumbing
Regulations, designed to collect and hold sawage without trestment prior
to trangporting such waste to afind point of disposa.

f) "Privy Vault" means astorage or holding tank placed under an outside
toilet for confinement and storage of human excrement only.

This Bylaw shdl gpply within the confines of the Town of Regina Beach.

Any person ingdling storage or holding tanks for the purpose of storing sewage,
located in areas identified in Section 2 of this Bylaw, must first obtain gpprova
to do so from the adminigrative authority.

@ All householders whose premises are located in areas identified in
Section 2 must provide an gpproved storage or holding tank to receive
sewage emanating from their premises.

(b) All sawage emanating from premises located in areas identified in
Section 2 shdl be discharged into an gpproved storage or holding tank.

(© The locd governing authority may test a sugpect holding tank by
having it filled with water, measuring it, sealing it and remeasuring
after aperiod of time.

(d) When the ownership of a property is changing the local governing
authority may reguire documentation from the vendor that confirms
the sewage facilities on the property comply with this bylaw.

All new facilities for the storage of sawage, located in areas identified in
Section 2, shdl comply with this Bylaw and any amendments thereto or revisons
thereof.

Exiding fadilities for the storage and/or disposal of sewage shall be required to
comply with this bylaw a atime and to an extent pecified by the adminigtrative
authority and the local governing authority.

The facilities provided for the storage of sewage, located in areaidentified in
Section 2 of this Bylaw shdl be of not less than 1,000 gallons with respect to
storage or holding tanks, and not less than 250 galons with respect to privy
vaults. In al respects, the storage or holding tanks shdl be of sufficient szeto
accommodate 15 days of sewage.

In dl other respects, the facilities provided for the storage of sewage located in
aressidentified in Section 2 of this Bylaw, shdl comply with requirements of the
Saskatchewan Shoreland Pollution Control Regulations, 1976 and amendments
thereto and revisons thereof.

The householder shdl maintain dl facilities on his property for the storage of
sewage in asanitary and structura condition satisfactory to the adminigtrative
authority.

No person shdl provide a sawage trangporting service within the Town of Regina
Beach without a current permit to do so from Saskatchewan Environment and
written gpprova from the loca governing authority.

A person granted approval to transport sewage shall provide the loca governing
authority with such information as may be required from time to time regarding
the service provided to any household.

Thelocd governing authority may establish the kind, volume, and fix aschedule
of feesfor disposal of sewage.

Sewage trangported shal be disposed of only at point(s) gpproved by
Saskatchewan Environment and the loca governing  authority.

@ When, in the opinion of the adminigtrative authority or loca governing
authority, there is a breach of any provisons of this bylaw, aplacard
or placards prepared and supplied by the Town of Regina Beach giving
notice of this breach may be posted on the premises, facility or property
where the breach is found.

2 Any person, who without permisson of the adminigrative authority or
the local governing authority, takes down, covers up, mutilates, defaces
or atersthe placard posted under this bylaw, is guilty of an offence.

3 The posting of aplacard on a premises, facility, or property pursuant to
this bylaw shdl not relieve the person in default from the possible
impogition of a pendty for infringement of this bylaw as provided in
this bylaw or from having to carry out the work correcting the breach.

If any person fails, neglects or refuses to comply with any provison of this
bylaw within a specified time, the loca governing authority may proceed to
have the work done that it considers necessary for compliance with the bylaw,
and the cost of the work isto be added to and thereby form part of the taxes on
the land on which the work is done.



16. Q) Every person who contravenes any provision of this bylaw is guilty of
an offence and liable on summary conviction

day during which the offence continues

(A)  toafineof not more than $100,000 and
(B)  toafurther fine of not more than $200 for each
day during which the offence continues

(b) in the case of a corporation
0] for afirgt offence
(A)  toafineof not more than $100,000 and
(B)  toafurther fine of not more than $1,000 for each
day during which the offence continues
(it) for asecond or subsequent offence
(A)  toafineof not more than $250,000 and
(B)  toafurther fine of not more than $5,000 for each
day during which the offence continues.

2 Every person who fails or neglects or refuses to comply with any
provison of this bylaw may be subject to discontinuation of water service
from the municipa water system.

17.  Thisbylaw shdl comeinto force on the date of find goprovd by theloca
governing authority as defined by the Public Hedlth Act, 1994 and the Minister
of Hedlth.

18. Bylaw Nos. 9/92 and 7/93 are hereby repeded.
